41.1 Host Club

(b) The Host Club shall determine the classes to be competed. Due to the damage they sustained during Hurricane Katrina, their

41.2 Classes
(&) A minimum yve boats meeting the same eligibility requirements shall be required to establish a Class.

(b) An Open Class may be established for boats not having the required yve to compete in their own class.
41.3 Class Compliance. Each team boat shall comply with its class speciycations and be of a design listed by the US SAILING Multihull Council.
41.4 Eligibility. Entries shall be limited to one three-boat team from any GYA Club (3).
41.5 Number of Races. Scheduled shall be yve; the number of races to be completed to constitute a series shall be set by the organizing authority.
41.6 Teams

(a) Skippers shall be members (3) of the club entering the team.

(b) Crews are preferably from GYA Clubs (3).

(c) Skippers and crews shall be the same throughout the series.

(d) Each team shall be represented by at least two boats meeting the eligibility requirements.

41.7 Individual Entrants. GYA and non-GYA club members may participate on an individual basis. However, only GYA club members shall be eligible to
compete for the Jim Tucker Perpetual Trophy. Both may be eligible for other awards provided by the host club.

41.8 Scoring.** Scoring shall be by the current US Sailing PNis and by PHRF ratings for multihulls.(** modiped by the Multihull Council to include offshore
multihulls to sail on their Yacht Club Team for the Pollak
Trophy and participate in this event now and in the future)

41.9 Trophies. The Host Club shall purchase and award appropriate trophies and markers.
41.10 Perpetual Trophies
